Length:  
Session times may run 60, 90,120 or 180 minutes in length depending on the amount of time you think you may need to deliver your specialized content.  Is the timing of your proposed workshop flexible? Please indicate if you are open to adjusting the workshop schedule. The committee will review all scheduling needs and communicate with you regarding timing adjustments.
Guidelines for Sessions and Proposals:

· Special consideration will be given to SSW Practitioners willing to share their experiences and expertise implementing interventions “that work”.
· Please note the level of your target audience:  “Beginner” sessions should target someone new to the field of School Social Work or who has little to no knowledge on a specific topic. (Remember that practitioners who are “new to the field of School Social Work” still have a 60 hour masters’ degree as well as an LMSW or LCSW.)   “Intermediate” sessions should be designed for practitioners who have some knowledge of the topic and who are looking to advance their skills.  “Advanced” sessions should target practitioners who are very knowledgeable on the topic and looking for more depth of information & skill sets.) 
· Please select the grade levels that you will PRIMARILY be targeting i.e. “Preschool”, “Elementary”, “Middle School”, “High School” unless your information is truly applicable to all levels, i.e. “K – 12”.  Note:  Proposals addressing “K-12” should include information and interventions at each level.
· Proposals should generally include at least one presenter who has an LMSW or LCSW but may  also be approved based on specialized expertise.
